It is important to be aware of investment fraud and follow the #TakeFive advice if you are thinking of investing.

Criminals target those looking to make investments, hoping to obtain your personal or financial information and ultimately steal your money.

Always remember:

⚠️ Be cautious of approaches presenting you with exclusive investment opportunities. It could be a scam if you’re being pressurised to act quickly.

⚠️ Most cryptocurrencies aren’t regulated by the FCA which means they’re not protected by the UK’s Financial Services Compensation Scheme. It’s important that you do your research and proceed with extreme caution before making any crypto investments.

⚠️ You can check if an investment or pension opportunity you’ve been offered could potentially be a scam by taking the FCA’s ScamSmart test.

⚠️ Check the Financial Conduct Authority’s register for regulated firms, individuals and bodies.

⚠️ You can check and search the FCA Warning List of firms that are known to be operating without permission or running scams. If they appear on this list it is because they are operating without the FCA’s authorisation.

✔️ If possible, use a credit card when making purchases over £100 and up to £30,000 as you receive protection under section 75 of the Consumer Credit Act.

If you have visited a website you think is suspicious you can report it to the National Cyber Security Centre using the ‘report a suspicious website’ form on their website.
